COMPIL AINTS AGAINST PRACTITIONER .

4. (1) Where a coraplaint or report against any prectitioner which
alleges any fact or matter constituting a ground on which the Council
is empowered to cancel the Tegistration of that practiiioner from the
relevant register kept under the Act is sent to the Conncil, the Presi-
dent shall, subject to the succeeding provisions of this regulation,
direct the Registrar to refer such complaint or report to a Committee
of the Council (hereinafter referred to as the “Penal Cases Com-
mittee”) for investigation and report.

(2) Where any complaint cr report relates to thoe condu-t of a
practitioner and it does not appear to the Presidcnt that a questicn
arises as to whether such conduct constitutes misconduct in his
city as such practioner, or, as the case may be, such negligence for
incapacity that the practitioner cannot be allowed to continue to
practise or where any complaint or report relates to the
conviction of a practitioner by a court of law and it does not I
to the President that the offence of which the practitioner is alleged
to have been convicted shows him unfit to practise, then, the president
may, instead of referring and such complaint or report to the Penal
Cases Committee, direct the Registrar to place such complaint or
Teport before the Council at its next meeting for consideration,

(3) No complaint or report against a practitioner of ‘the nature

referred to in baragraph (1) shall be entertained unless such com-
plaint or report—

(a) is preferred by means of a written' statement ad&ressed to the
Registrar setting out the facts or the matters alleged against
the practitioner, and |

(b) in a case where such complaint or report alleges misconduct
in his capacity as a practitioner or negligence or incapacity
relating to professional duties, is supported by an affidavit
or affidavits as to the facts or matters alleged in such com-
plaint or report.

Provided, however, that where such complaint or report is made
by a person acting in ‘a public capacity, the provisions of sub-para-

. graph (b) shall not apply.

(4) Every affidavit furnished with any complaint-or report referred
to in the preceding provisions of this regulation shall, inper alia, state
